Camp Shomria – Youth Leading Youth

Camp Shomria reflects the basic principles of the Hashomer Hatzair ideology. Central to this is the idea of youth leading youth. As chanichim (campers) and madrichim (counselors) move through their years at camp, they are encouraged to become increasingly independent and demonstrate greater responsibility for themselves and others. As such, older chanichim and madrichim are expected to continually function as role models, setting an example for those who are learning from them. This ongoing educational process is fundamental to the Camp Shomria experience.

This philosophy extends through a variety of camp activities. For example, while time is more structured for the younger chanichim, as they grow older, they are provided with increased opportunities to make choices related to daily activities. Similarly, while there is a regular, mandatory curfew for the lower machane (grades 3-6) on all nights except for Friday, chanichim in the upper machane have a regular curfew only on selected nights each week. On nights without a curfew, these older chanichim are expected to learn (with the support and direction of their madrichim and the camp nurse) to make appropriate decisions about their need for sleep. 

Although there is an active Board of Directors that addresses overall health and safety, as well as financial and legal issues, day-to-day decision-making at camp is carried out by a team of madrichim and staff. Decisions are informed through continual input and consensus building by hadracha (group of counsellors). Adult involvement in this process occurs through support and guidance but not decree. This is seen as vital to the educational process that is central to the Camp Shomria philosophy.

Principles of Hashomer Hatzair that guide our program include:

•  Avodah Atzmit (self-labor) – chanichim are engaged in activities that demonstrate the importance and value of working to maintain their own environment. For example, each kvutzah (group) is given a daily chore. This includes picking up garbage, watering the camp flowers and trees, serving food, and washing dishes. It also involves keeping their own tzrifim (cabins) tidy. 

•  Chevrah (living as part of a group) – chanichim and madrichim are encouraged to develop a sense of social responsibility and the ability to live as part of a group. 

•  Shituf (cooperation) – Camp Shomria encourages the ideals and practices of cooperation and sharing. For example, each kvutza has a kupa (communal fund) which is used for extra activities or purchases that the group decides on together. In this way, all funds are shared equally within the kvutzah.
•  Tzofiut (scouting and physical fitness) – our program is designed to foster physical fitness, love of the outdoors, self- reliance and sportsmanship. Our diverse programming includes sports, swimming, hiking, tripping, and 
camp skills and crafts.
•  Ivrit (Hebrew) –Israeli culture and Jewish values are central to life at Camp Shomria. Discussion groups, holiday and Shabbat celebrations, special programming, Hebrew song, and Israeli dance help keep the culture and identity alive.
•  Chinuch (education) – a major part of our program involves informal discussions and activities that provide chanichim with an understanding of historical and current issues in order to help them develop into socially conscious members of the Jewish community. We place special emphasis on teaching about the realities of modern day Israel, the ongoing struggle for peace in the Middle East, and Canadian perspectives on support for Israel.
•  Keif (fun) – Fun is a large part of Camp Shomria. Education, social development, and the formation of lifelong friendships all take place in an atmosphere that encourages chanichim to relax and enjoy themselves.  

Transportation To Camp Shomria
Chartered buses transport all chanichim who travel from/via Toronto. Chanichim traveling from other locations must make individual arrangements. Please inform the Registrar of Camp Shomria by June 1st if your child/ren will not be taking the chartered bus to or from camp.

It is essential that you arrive at 1111 Finch Avenue West by 10 a.m. at the latest, so we can complete registration and leave on time. The camp day begins as soon as your child/ren arrives.
If your child/ren misses the bus, you must make your own arrangements to get your child/ren to camp.
Please provide a bag lunch for your child/ren to eat en route on the day of departure, as our buses will not be stopping for a snack on the way to camp.
Transportation for the Preemie Program and/or the Final Two Weeks at camp
If your child/ren is coming to camp on July 31 (Parents’ Day for the first camp session) for either the Preemie Program or the last two-week session of camp, we ask that you bring your child/ren to Camp Shomria directly. While you are welcome to arrive at camp any time after 10 a.m. and enjoy the parent’s day program that we have planned, we have designated 4:30 p.m. as the time at which madrichim will meet with new chanichim and their families. Before this time madrichim will not be available as they will be visiting with their own families.
Departure from Camp Shomria
The Preemie Program concludes on August 7, 2011. Please pick up your child/ren, at camp, between 2:00 - 4:00 p.m. 
While you are at camp plan to spend some time letting your child/ren show you around and introduce you to friends. If someone other than a parent is picking up your child/ren, you must let the Shaliach, Rosh Mosh or Registrar know about this arrangement in writing. Please include the name and contact phone number of this person in writing.

***All articles must be marked with your child’s name using indelible markers or sturdy name tags.
Packing Instructions & What Not To Pack
Each camper’s clothing and belongings must fit into one or a maximum of two duffel bags. Trunks are not permitted under any circumstances.
Radios, iPODs, tape recorders, hair dryers, etc. are strongly discouraged. These items are often damaged or lost or become a safety concern. Please encourage your child/ren to leave these items at home.
Roller blades, scooters or skateboards are not permitted at camp. Please do not let these items be taken to camp. There are no suitable areas at camp for these activities. We will not allow chanichim to use these items no matter how much padding and protection they propose to wear.

*New* - This year, after considerable discussion, madrichim have asked that chanichim not bring any “teen magazines” to camp with them (eg. Cosmo, Seventeen, Maxim, etc). These often encourage a negative self-image and can be destructive for gender dynamics. Chanichim will have an opportunity during the summer to voice their thoughts on this new restriction in an educational dialogue. 
Chanichim are welcome to bring a baseball glove, ping-pong racquets and balls, disposable cameras and musical instruments which can be kept in our locked music room.

Please do not send valuable articles of any sort to camp. Camp Shomria is NOT responsible for any damage to, or loss of, your child/ren’s property under any circumstance.
Lost and Found 
To try to reduce the amount of lost clothing, please label every item sent with your child/ren to camp.  Misplaced belongings that are located will be returned on a continuous basis to their owners during camp and there will also be a Lost and Found table set up on Parents’ Day for the parents to look through so they can reclaim those items that belong to their children.  There will not be a Lost and Found evening after camp is over. 
Health and Medical Information
The Camp Shomria Health and Medical Authorization Form must be completed and signed by a parent or guardian and returned to the camp office by May 31,2011. 
Chanichim will not be allowed to attend camp unless a Health Form has been submitted. 
Please read the introduction in the Health Form carefully. Our mutual responsibilities are spelled out in detail there. The form is a record of conditions, illnesses, accidents, disabilities, allergies and special considerations that affect a camper. The form includes a medical history of care given or being given by a personal physician, which could affect the camper while at camp. This must include most recent immunization (with dates) and specific orders for medications, treatments or special procedures and care. It must also include strategies that are used at home for dealing with known health, social-emotional or behavioural issues. The information must be complete. This form enables Camp Shomria to offer better care for the camp population, reducing the risk for both the chanichim and the staff.
The information will remain confidential. It will be kept as a locked file by the camp nurse and shared with Rosh Mosh, Shaliach and/or Madrichim only as is medically necessary. 
Camp Shomria has an infirmary that is staffed either by a Camp Nurse or a visiting doctor from Israel.  Both the Perth Medical Clinic and the Great War Memorial Hospital are located in Perth and are only a few minutes from camp. 

Medication procedures 

We will provide a cooler at the bus for medications to be transported to camp. Please make sure any medication that your child/ren bring to camp is clearly labelled and includes dosage instructions as necessary. If your child has a health condition that requires regular or occasional medication (e.g. asthma, migraine, etc.), please ensure that you send enough of this medication to camp with your child. Make sure that you advise the camp nurse via the Health Form of any personal medications that your child may be bringing. All medication will be kept at the Mirpaah and the children will be asked to go to the Mirpaah for any medication even if it is to be self- administered. There will be no medication kept in the cabins. All visits will be recorded in the file by the camp doctor. All lists will be kept by the Madrichim (kept confidential).
We include an Epipen in our first-aid kits. However, child/ren who require an Epipen are advised to bring their own.
Although our infirmary dispenses non-prescription drugs as required, parents will be responsible for reimbursing Camp Shomria for any and all prescription drugs specifically purchased for your child/ren by the camp. As in previous years, we will gladly provide you with the original prescription receipts after we have received your payment. Medical expenses, including physician visits, for child/ren not resident in Canada are discussed in a separate letter that outlines the terms for payments, deposits, etc.

Parents of campers from outside Canada must provide a valid Visa or MasterCard credit card number and authorization to facilitate physician and/or hospital care (we frequently have to use the emergency department as that is where there is a doctor on-call). This way we can pay the doctor/hospital directly and you can then claim the cost on your insurance.

Camp Shomria can accommodate lactose-free and basic vegetarian diets. Please advise us if your child/ren has these dietary needs. Please note that Camp Shomria is NOT a PEANUT FREE environment.

Photographs
At camp, many photographs are taken of our participants.  Unless you advise otherwise, we may, at our discretion, use some for news releases and publicity. 

Letter Writing

Chanichim are encouraged to write home regularly. To help your child/ren write home on a regular basis, please provide plenty of self-addressed, stamped envelopes. Younger Chanichim (grades 3/4 to 6) will be assisted in letter writing. Older Chanichim will be encouraged to write independently.
If your child/ren writes home advising that he or she is homesick, please do not be alarmed. Many Chanichim are homesick for several days at the start of the summer.
Children love to get letters at camp. Many parents choose to mail a letter several days before camp begins so that their child/ren have mail early in the beginning week of camp. Here are some ways that may help to reduce homesickness:
· keep your letters positive, upbeat and newsy.
· don’t remind your child/ren of what might be missed at home.

· be careful not to use phrases like “I miss you terribly", “the house is empty with out you" or “the dog misses you."
· don't make audiotapes, as they can cause unhappiness and longing to go home.

Remember that it may take up to a week or more for mail to get to and from Toronto or other locations.
Fax and e-mail
Camp Shomria has established a system for receiving and distributing a limited number of fax/e-mail communications to Chanichim. We are pleased to accept, print and distribute one (1) e-mail or fax per day from each camper's family (emergencies or special arrangements made via the Shaliach, Rosh Mosh or Nurse are excepted). 
Telephone Calls
Experience has shown that speaking to parents, friends or family on the phone may trigger homesickness. Camper telephone communication to and from home should be limited to birthdays and emergency situations in consultation with the Nurse, Shaliach, Rosh Mosh or madrich/a. 
The camp will call parents if there are health or other concerns. We will also call at your request, around concerns that you have identified.
Our Toronto office will be closed during the summer and messages will be checked and returned on weekly basis. In the case of emergency only please contact our Shalicach- Mr. Doron Erez at 416-816-5437.
Our camp office is open from 9:00 a.m. - 4:00 p.m. You may call the office at camp directly during and after office hours, however you may reach our answering machine (indicating that the camp telephone lines are in use). Please leave a message. Messages at camp will be collected on a regular basis during the day and at least once in the evening between 6 p.m. and 11 p.m. Unless it is an emergency, messages left on the answering machine after 6:00 p.m. will be answered the next day. Your child/ren's Madriach/a or, if appropriate, the Nurse, Shaliach or Rosh Mosh will get back to you within 24 hours.
When you call the camp, the staff person who answers the phone may not immediately know the answer to your question or be able to address your concern. You may be asked to leave your name and a phone number where you can be reached by the appropriate staff member. 
Kupa (communal fund)

Learning, in keeping with the philosophy of youth leading youth at Camp Shomria, includes managing socially and financially. Each kvutza (grade/age group) pools the allowance that each camper brings, runs its own budget, and decides in a fair democratic manner how to best use its joint resources. The funds are only spent on activities special to the whole kvutza.
For Chanichim who are staying for the full six weeks, we suggest a contribution of $30.00 cash to his or her respective kupa. The actual amount you send with your child/ren is up to your discretion.

Waterfront
The waterfront is open for use only at designated times and only under the supervision of certified lifeguards. A "buddy system" is employed whenever swimming activity takes place and O.C.A. standards are strictly adhered to by Camp Shomria. Chanichim are encouraged to participate in the wide array of waterfront activities including tubing, canoeing, kayaking, swimming, and paddle-boating,
Tiyul (Tripping) Program
Each kvutza will take part in an age-appropriate off-site camping experience under the guidance of capable trippers and with the supervision of their Madrichim. These tiyulim are designed to promote working together, sharing, learning new skills and experiencing the outdoors safely and respectfully. It is very important that you let us know if your child/ren have any health-related concerns that would limit or preclude participation in tiyulim. Please describe on the Health Form what your child/ren cannot safely undertake.
Behavior, Conduct and General Rules
Chanichim are expected to be on the campsite at all times. Chanichim are only allowed to leave camp when the program requires it, and only when appropriately accompanied.
Alcoholic beverages, drugs, and smoking are absolutely forbidden at camp. Any camper violating this rule will be sent home immediately at the parents' expense and without a refund of fees. We trust that this is clearly understood by all. Should any camper or parent feel that he or she will be unable to honour this rule, his/her application should be withdrawn immediately.

Campers who have been sent home because of drugs, alcohol or smoking will not be permitted back on camp premises for the rest of the summer, including Parent’s Day. These campers will be permitted to rejoin Hashomer Hatzair activities when the year-round programming begins in the fall at the Ken.
Camp Shomria reserves the right to send home at the parent's expense, and without a refund of fees, any camper who, in the opinion of the camp staff, is disruptive to his or her fellow chanichim. Parent(s) will be contacted by the Rosh Mosh, Shaliach or Nurse to identify the problem, the attempted solutions, and to explain the decision to send a camper home. Sending someone home has been a very rare occurrence at Camp Shomria.
Anyone found to have damaged or destroyed camp property will be sent home at the parents' expense and without a refund of fees. Parents will also be held responsible for the cost of replacement or repair.  
Items that can be dangerous at camp are forbidden. These include: pocket knives, switch blades, sharp instruments, weapons of any kind, water-guns (of any kind), laser pointers, lighters, matches, aerosol cans, or any other potentially dangerous items. These items will be confiscated.
Cellular phones, pagers, walkie-talkies, electronic games, televisions, or other disruptive items are not appropriate at camp. These will be confiscated and returned only at the end of camp. In addition campers are not to have pornographic or other inappropriate material. This type of material will be confiscated and not returned.
Parents' Day  - Sunday July 31, 2011.
Camp Shomria will open its gates to parents and related visitors at 10 a.m. EDT. Please refrain from arriving before this time, as our gates will remain closed until then. You are invited to participate in our special Seder Yom (plan of the day’s activities).
If special family arrangements are necessary, e.g. divorced or separated parents who must not meet together, please advise the camp Registrar who will assist you to make alternate arrangements for visiting. This should be done as early in the camp season as possible.
So that we can best support your child/ren, please notify your child/ren's Madrich/a or the Registrar if you will be unable to join us on Parents’ Day. Your child/ren will not be the only one without a visiting parent. We will ensure that no one feels left out.
There is an extensive day of activities planned. Some of the camp facilities will be open for your use during the day. For safety reasons, the waterfront will only be opened at designated times under the supervision of our qualified waterfront staff. You will not be permitted to swim without supervision. 
Camp Shomria does not provide lunch on Parents’ Day. Please bring a picnic lunch for you and your child/ren to enjoy. Cold drinks will be sold inexpensively during lunch time. No open fires are permitted - this includes barbeques. Absolutely no alcohol is allowed on the camp property. There is no smoking anywhere on the campsite at any time.
Please clean up your picnic spots. Garbage cans will be plentiful, so please use them.
For health reasons we can no longer have pets on the camp site. Please note that absolutely no pets will be allowed on the campsite at Parents’ Day.
Chanichim are not permitted to leave the camp site during Parents’ Day except during the designated time which will be announced on that day. When you arrive, the seder yom will be given to you.
Directions to Camp Shomria in Perth
From Toronto:
Take Highway 401 east to Kingston. 
Exit at Exit #617 (Hwy.  10). 
Take Highway 10 north (left at lights). 
Just before entering Westport, about 40 minutes from Kingston, stop at the stop sign and enjoy the wonderful view. 
Then turn left and stay alert and follow the signs for Hwy. 10 [also called Scotch Line] 
(it will be on your right side just a little past the gas station). 
Follow Hwy. 10 out of Westport and continue. 
You should see a Camp Shomria sign on your right. 
[If you arrive at Perth you have gone too far. Retrace your steps onto Highway 10 and the Scotch Line]
Turn right here onto Otty Lake Road and travel for about 4.7 km. 
Camp Shomria is on the left hand side immediately after a sharp right turn. 
Follow the signs and/or staff for parking instructions on the right.
From Montreal:
Take Highway 20 west, and then Highway 29 north to Smith Falls. 
Take Highway 43 west to Perth. 
Once in Perth, turn left on Gore Street. Continue until Lanark 10 and turn right. 
After a few km., there will be a Camp Shomria sign on the left. 
Turn left here onto Otty Lake Road. Continue for about 4.7 km. 
Camp Shomria is on the left hand side immediately after a sharp right turn. 
Follow the signs and/or staff for parking instructions on the right.
From Ottawa:
Take Highway 7 west to Perth. 
Once at Perth turn left at the Canadian Tire store. 
Follow the signs (yellow signs) for Perth Police and Fire Services.
You will end up at Highway 10 [also called Scotch Line].
Turn right onto Hwy. 10.
After a few km. you will see a Camp Shomria sign on your left. 
Turn left here onto Otty Lake Road. Continue for about 4.7 km. 
Camp Shomria is on the left hand side immediately after a sharp right turn. 
Follow the signs and/or staff for parking instructions on the right.
Footnote:

What can you as a parent do to help?
Camp Shomria looks for ways to improve its program and resources. It relies on parent volunteers within the spirit of the philosophy of Hashomer Hatzair. There are several ways in which you can assist and thereby enrich your child/ren’s experience. Please get involved and share your skills. Join the Board or its various committees [comprised of parents, hadracha and staff], which support the summer and winter camp programs and the weekly Ken in Toronto during the school year. You can also involve your child/ren in the Ken activities and participate as a family in our family-oriented events. Additionally, Hashomer Hatzair is a tax-registered charity. It accepts donations (financial and in-kind) to support the camp and to provide scholarships to those who need financial assistance in order to attend camp. Please help to lead the way with chazak v’ematz (strength and courage).
Privacy Policy

Collection and Use of Personal Information

Personal information is data that can be used to uniquely identify or contact a single person. 

You may be asked to provide your personal information anytime you are in contact with HH. They may also combine it with other information to provide and improve our products, services, content, and advertising. 

Here are some examples of the types of personal information HH may collect and how we may use it.

 

What personal information we collect?

When you register or participate in an event, we may collect a variety of information, including your name, mailing address, phone number, email address, contact preferences, and credit card information. 

 

How we use your personal information?
The personal information we collect allows us to keep you posted on HH’s latest announcements and upcoming events. It also helps us to improve our services, content, and advertising. If you don’t want to be on our mailing list, you can opt out anytime by emailing us.
We may also use personal information for internal purposes such as auditing, data analysis, and research to improve HH’s products, services, and customer communications. 

 

Collection and Use of Non-Personal Information

We also collect non-personal information − data in a form that does not permit direct association with any specific individual. We may collect, use, transfer, and disclose non-personal information for any purpose. The following are some examples of non-personal information that we collect and how we may use it: 
We may collect information such as occupation, language, zip code, area code, so that we can better understand customer behavior and improve our products, services, and advertising. 

If we do combine non-personal information with personal information the combined information will be treated as personal information for as long as it remains combined.

 

Disclosure to Third Parties

At times HH may make certain personal information available to strategic partners that work with HH to provide products and services, or that help HH market to customers. Personal information will only be shared by HH to provide or improve our products, services and advertising; it will not be shared with third parties for their marketing purposes.

 

Others

It may be necessary − by law, legal process, litigation, and/or requests from public and governmental authorities within or outside your country of residence − for HH to disclose your personal information. We may also disclose information about you if we determine that for purposes of national security, law enforcement, or other issues of public importance, disclosure is necessary or appropriate.

We may also disclose information about you if we determine that disclosure is reasonably necessary to enforce our terms and conditions or protect our operations or users. Additionally, in the event of a reorganization, merger, or sale we may transfer any and all personal information we collect to the relevant third party.

 

Protection of Personal Information
